Pinot Noir (Ontario)	
A dark, black fruit driven Pinot with excellent flavors
of cinnamon, beetroot and cherry raspberry fruit.

Vignoble Rancourt Winery 2007	
Noble Rouge (Ontario)
A blend of Cabernet Sauvignon and Merlot exhibits 
black cherry with hints of chocolate.

Creekside Estate 2011 Shiraz (Ontario)

Alpha Zeta ‘R’ Valpolicella Superiore	 	
Ripasso 2010 (Veneto)	
Full and rich on the palate with spicy cherry flavors.

Francis Ford Coppola Zinfandel 	 	
‘Red Label’ 2009 (California)
Sweet, spicy, fruity nose with flavors of strawberry 
and plum jam; rich and round on the palate.

Peninsula Ridge Estate Cabernet Sauvignon		
Reserve 2010 (Ontario)
Well balanced with red current and chocolate notes, 
mild tannins.

Braida di Giacomo Bologna ‘Montebruna’  	 	
2010 Barbera D’Asti (Piedmont)
Full bodied with ripe red cherry, currant and raspberry 
notes.

Antinori Chianti Classico Reserva 2007  	 	
DOCG (Tuscany)
Intense aromas of red fruit stand out. On the palate 
the wine is well balanced with warm notes of vanilla 
and chocolate.

Vineland Estates Cabernet Merlot Reserve	 	
2007 (Ontario)
From arguably Niagara’s best vintage to date, dark 
berry, mocha and strong tannins.

13th Street Meritage 2010 (Ontario)	 	
Deep purple ruby colour with a nose of damson 
plum, black cherry, baking spice, sous bois, warm 
chocolate and smoke notes.

Castello di Ama Chianti Classico 2007	 	
(Tuscany)
Deep red color with notes of sour cherries, coffee,
Dried herbs and a touch of licorice.

Ceretto ‘Fonchera’ Barolo 2008 (Alba)	 	
Sweet, pruny and strawberry jam fruits; soft on the 
palate; well balanced with lots of mineral notes.

Antinori Tignanello 2008 (Tuscany)	 	
Ripe red fruits and jam accompanied by spice, vanilla 
oak and licorice.
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
